Merve Kavakci is a lecturer on culture and international affairs at the Elliott School of International Affairs of George Washington University in D.C. She teaches courses on “Islam-democracy” and “Turkish politics.” She is also a visiting scholar at the Institute for European, Russian and Eurasian studies. Kavakci, a former member of Turkish Parliament, is one of Turkey’s pioneers in the women's political movement in the early 1990s. She has held several high level positions including advisor to the Prime Minister and head of the Foreign Policy Department of the Welfare and Virtue parties in Turkey. In 1999, Kavakci ran for Parliament and was elected to the Turkish Grand National Assembly. However, she was precluded from swearing-in due to her headscarf. Kavakci’s main expertise is in the area of democratization of the Muslim society and the role of religion in secular Muslim states. She has authored numerous articles, the most recent one appearing in Foreign Policy “Headscarf Heresy.” Also her first book, Basortusuz Demokrasi (Scarf-less Democracy) (Istanbul: Timas Publications), was published in February 2004. She is also a columnist for the Turkish newspaper Vakit"
